Of course, you shouldn’t miss all the wonderful class stalls, the DSOBA stall, the Headmaster’s stall, the teachers’ stalls, the Primary Division’s stalls and the P.T.A. counters.

Inter-School Swimming Championship : At the Inter-School Swimming Championship held on Wednesday 26th October 2005 our swimmers once again brought home the Grand Slam by winning in all grades and the overall title by a large margin of 186 points over our nearest rival, La Salle College.  

Our B grade team won by a large margin of 63 points over La Salle College and our C grade team beat St. Joseph’s College by 79 points.  Our A team beat St. Joseph’s College narrowly by 5.5 points. Significantly, they only won 1 out of 10 individual events and Gary Tsai of U6A broke the 50m Backstroke record.  Our B team won 4 out of 10 individual events and Lau Chung Yu of F.4Arts broke the 100m & 200m Freestyle records, while Gary Ng of F.4A broke the 200m Individual Medley record.  Our B grade team broke the 4x50m Freestyle record.  Our C grade team won 5 out of 10 individual events.  Lum Ching Tat of F.2E broke the 50m & 100m Freestyle and 200m Individual Medley records, while Ronald Tsui broke the 100m Breaststroke record.  Our C grade team broke the 4x50m Medley record.  Totally 15 records were broken in the boys’ events and our school got 10.  We now hold the records in all 6 swimming relays.
Our congratulations go to all our swimmers, especially to those who broke records.
