G7 Lunch New Arrangement: In response to parents’ requests, G7 students (except
boarders) will not be required to stay on campus for lunch, effective from April 2018.

Be Vigilant towards Outbreaks of Communicable Diseases: High seasonal influenza
activities are especially common in March and April. We hope all parents can be vigilant and
take prompt measures for their sons if they are infected by influenza or other communicable
diseases. They should take sufficient rest, maintain good personal hygiene and monitor their
body temperature closely. A temperature record sheet can be downloaded from the school
website. If they develop influenza-like symptoms such as a fever, sore throat,
cough, diarrhea and vomiting, consult a doctor immediately. Students with symptoms of a
fever or respiratory tract infection are strongly advised not to attend school until 48 hours
after the fever has subsided. They can obtain a mask from the School Nurse or the General
Office if needed.




HKDSE Examinations 2018: As public exams will be conducted in the School Hall on 6,
7,9, 10, 11, 13, 14, 16, 18, 23 April and 3 May, the School Hall and the corridors beside it
will be out of bounds.

Records of participation in School programmes and activities will be transferred
automatically and regularly from the Extra-curricular Activities Record System (EARS)
to the participants’ i-portfolio on eClass (a platform for recording OLE). Students should
log in periodically to check their OLE record and report any discrepancies to the School at
the end of the academic year.

Students should meet OLE requirements before December of their G12 year so the School
can submit all the records in the following month.
